“WEALTHIEST FARE BEST
Since the early 1980s, the average income of the richest 20 percent of Maine families grew 57.8 percent, while the income of the poorest 20 percent grew 13.6 percent, according to the report.

In that period, the average income of the poorest fifth increased $1,911, from $14,064 to $15,975 per year, or about $90 per year from the early 1980s to the early 2000s.

Meanwhile, the average income of the middle fifth increased $12,322, from $32,253 to $44,575 over the two decades. Among the richest fifth, family income increased $38,034, from $65,751 to $103,785.

The gap between Maine's rich and poor jumped from $51,687 to $87,811, an increase of $36,124, or 70 percent. That gap widened faster in the 1990s, when the state was 10th in the nation for growth in income inequality.

At the same time, Maine's income gaps in the early 2000s were smaller than many other states. In fact, Maine's richest fifth earns about half as much as their counterparts in states like New York, California and Florida, who earn an average of about $200,000 per year.

The gap between Maine's richest and poorest fifths was 29th largest in the nation during this period, while the gap between the richest and middle fifths was 38th largest in the nation, according to the report.”
